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Instructional Focus: 
 
Writing –  
Students write for a variety of purposes and audiences with sophistication and complexity appropriate to the grade level. 
 
Listening –  
Students listen for a variety of purposes appropriate to the grade level. 
 
Speaking –  
Students speak for a variety of purposes and audiences with sophistication and complexity appropriate to the grade level. 
 
Performance Task 
Students will learn to help with family responsibilities in this lesson.  Discuss with the students that regardless of whether 
our family is a traditional or non-traditional family, each family member has certain roles and responsibilities. 
 
1. Ask students to share information about the following questions: Who is your family?  Why is your family important to 

you?  What is something you do with your family?  What chores do you do to help out? 
 
2. Divide the class into two or three small groups.  For each group, ask students to decide who will be the mom, dad, 

and the kids ranging in ages from 3 to 13.  Select one student to do the recording for the activity. 
 
3. The group will have about twenty minutes to discuss and prepare written answers to the following questions.  What 

are the roles of the family?  What are each person’s responsibilities in the family as far as chores are concerned?  
How will decisions about chores be made in the family?  What kinds of “fun stuff” will the family do together? 

 
4. After the group answers the questions, ask them to share with the class what the “family” has decided. 
 
5. Hand out the “Family Worksheet” (Dividing Up Family Chores Chart) to students.  Explain to the students that they 

should give these coupons out to any family member.  The coupons are good for any chore the student may want to 
do for a family member.
